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ABBOTT ROAD - FOR I'tS FULL LENGTH Scope of Work - Road widening to accommodate the Olympic Discovery Trail. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $425,000. Timeframe - Construction is expected in the year 2002_ or beyond.

ATTERBERRY ROAD - FROM SHERBOURNE ROAD TO HOOKER ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding Atterberry Road due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 18 feet wide plus two 2-foot wide shoulders. No design work has been done for this road but the preliminary concept would be to add three feet of shoulder to each side of the road. Also, the steep ditches and roadside would be made safe so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Some dips and humps in the road may need to be eased to improve sight distance. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the upper estimate is $1,668,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

BLUE MOUNTAIN ROAD - FROM THE VICINITY OF LILLY ROAD TO THE VICINITY OF EMERY ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding the short section of road lying between two previous construction projects. Additional traffic counts would be needed to determine a design width, but it would likely be either 28 feet wide or 34 feet. Its current width is about 20 feet. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $165,000. Timeframe -- Construction is scheduled for the year 2002.

BOGACHIEL WAY - FROM FORKS CITY LIMITS (AT RUSSELL RD) TO EVERGREEN LOOP (2 N° XING) Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding this section of Bogachiel Way due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 26 feet wide. No design work has been done for this road but the preliminary concept would be to add seven feet of shoulder to each side of the road. Curb and gutter and storm sewers may be considered. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $687,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

BURLINGAME BRIDGE- ON THE OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY AT THE DUNGENESS RIVER

This project is completed. However, $1,000 is budgeted for possible outstanding claims.

CAYS ROAD- FROM OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY To HOGBACK ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for paving this section of road with hot mix asphalt, a stronger and more durable surface for this highly used road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $348,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

CLALLAM SLOUGH BRIDGE - ON FRONTIER STREET AT THE CLALLAM SLOUGH

Scope of Work - This project calls for replacing the existing bridge. This bridge is inadequate for full highway loads and is now posted for reduced loading. While currently functional it is likely to need replacement in the foreseeable future. We have upgraded the rail system. recently to gain a little more time before full replacement is necessary. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $535,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

COOPERATIVE MITIGATION MEASURES

Scope of Work - This category of work calls for making improvements to county roads in cooperation with work required of developers. Often a developer may be required to widen a road, for instance, but the existing road is in such a condition that it should be repaired at the same time. This helps produce a uniform roadway and not a patchwork of new shoulders and old, sagging lanes (for example). Costs - $50,000 has been budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

DEER PARK GATEWAY - OLYMPIC DISCOVERY TRAIL - MORSE CREEK TO OLD OLYMPIC Hwy Scope of Work - This work is expected to be completed in 2000. However, $5,000 is budgeted for possible unfinished work or repairs. Paving may be performed in the future under another project. Costs - $5,000. Timeframe - 2001.

DEER PARK ROAD- FROM THE VICINITY OF VIEW RIDGE DRIVE TO THE BPA LINES

Scope of Work- This project calls for the reconstruction of Deer Park Road between the end of the last widening project near View Ridge Drive and the Bonneville Power Lines. This work was scheduled many years ago but this portion of the project was dropped due to the ESM investment problem. This project would complete what was started then. Most engineering and right of way acquisition was finished. Soils were deposited east of the road along a portion of this section of roadway. This project would clean that up. The project would improve sight distance by minor realignment of the road and easing of the vertical curves. Further traffic studies would be needed to determine the design width, either 34 feet or 40 feet. Pedestrian ways could be included.

Costs - The estimate is $523,000. Of this, $419,000 is expected to be paid by the Rural Arterial Program, funded by the gas tax. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2002.

DRAPER ROAD - FROM MONROE ROAD TO MOUNT PLEASANT ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding Draper Road. Based on traffic counts the probable width would be 28 feet. Current width is about 22 feet so we would be adding shoulders approximately 3 feet wide to each side of the road. Additional width could be added for pedestrians. Some humps and dips in the road will likely be eased. To avoid conflicts with existing improvements, minor horizontal shifts in the road may be recommended. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $853,000. Of the total, $500,000 is expected to be paid by the Rural Arterial Program, funded by the gas tax. Timeframe -'This project is currently scheduled to be constructed in 2002.

DRY CREEK BRIDGE - ON EDGEWOOD DRIVE AT DRY CREEK Scope of Work - This project called for removal of excessive gravel and asphalt to reduce the "dead" weight of the bridge. This allows it to carry more "live" load. This work has been done and the restrictive load limit has been removed. This bridge can now carry legal highway loads without restriction. The excess gravel and asphalt had accumulated over the years as the road and the bridge were paved over and over again while this was part of the State Highway system. This project also calls for installation of a modern guardrail system. This work is scheduled for completion in 2000. Costs -- The total cost of the project is estimated to be $127,000. Of this, $72,000 is expected to be paid by the federal government. Timeframe - If this work is not completed in 2000 it will be carried over to the year 2001 for completion.

EAST ANDERSON ROAD - FROM CAPS ROAD _TO THORNTON DRIVE (EAST CROSSING Scope of Work - This project calls for drainage improvements and widening of East Anderson Road from Cays Road to the east crossing of Thornton Drive. Design has not been done yet but the width will most likely be 34 feet, possibly 40. Current width is about 24 to 26 feet. Curbing and storm sewer may be recommended in areas to minimize impact on existing landscaping. Costs - Design has not been completed so total project costs are uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $287,000. Timeframe - Construction is expected in the year 2003 or beyond.

EAST BAY STREET- FROM THE VICINITY OF BROOK AVENUE TO THE VICINITY OF LEE'S CREEK RD

Scope of Work - This project calls for continued study of the need for additional storm drainage work and, if found to be necessary, the construction of ditches and piping. 'The ditches and piping would gather and route floodwaters to the new culvert, constructed recently, across East Bay Street. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $265,000. Timeframe - Construction, if found necessary, is expected in the year 2002.

EAST RUNNION ROAD - FROM CARLSBORG ROAD TO MILL ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding this portion of East Runnion Road due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 18 feet wide plus two 2-foot wide shoulders. No design work has been done for this road. The preliminary concept would be to add three feet or six feet of shoulder to each side of the road, the width dependent upon traffic projections and design standards at the time of design. Also, the roadside would be made safe so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $150,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

EDGEWOOD DRIVE- FROM THE VICINITY OF RIFE ROAD'TO DRY CREEK ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding this portion of Edgewood Drive due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 28 feet wide. No design work has been done for this road but the preliminary concept would be to add six feet of shoulder to each side of the road. In some locations all 12 feet of widening may be done on one side to allow a very modest shift in alignment. Also, the steep ditches and roadside would be made gradual so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Many accidents occur on this section of road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $903,ooo. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

EDDGEWOOD DRIVE - AIRPORT ROAD INTERSECTION

Scope of Work - This project calls for the reconstruction of Edgewood Drive in the vicinity of the Airport Road Intersection. Plans call for easing the corners and realigning various

intersections. The City of Port Angeles and the Port of Port Angeles are also involved in this project. Plans should be available at the City of Port Angeles, the lead agency for this project.

Costs - Clallam County has budgeted $356,000 toward this project. This includes some federal funding. At the time of the multi-agency funding agreement the total cost estimate for the

project was $1,305,000.

Timeframe - This project is being handled by the City of Port Angeles. They inform us that construction is expected to start in the year 2001.

ELWHA RIVER BRIDGE - ON THE ELWHA RIVER ROAD OVER THE ELWHA RIVER Scope of. Work - The study evaluated the various options for this bridge: replacement, rehabilitation, or removal. No decision has been made on future actions. Costs - The study was estimated to cost $76,000. Of this, $61,000 is expected to be paid by the federal government. Timeframe -The study has been completed (unless further action is requested) and is awaiting a decision.

GASMAN ROAD- INTERSECTION WITH OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY Scope of Work - This project calls for the reconstruction of Gasman Road at its intersection with the Old Olympic Highway. This project is in conjunction with a reconstruction project on the Old Olympic Highway, which will include a turn lane onto Gasman Road. Work will include reducing the steepness of Gasman Road near the intersection. Work will also include removing a hump in the road a short distance to the west. Work will also include realigning Lemmon Road so that it intersects Gasman Road instead of intersecting the Old Olympic highway immediately adjacent to Gasman Road. This work, combined, will necessitate rebuilding about 0.25 miles of Gasman Road. Plans call for a road width of 28 feet. Costs - Design has not been completed so total project costs arc uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $200,000. Timeframe - construction is expected in the year 2001.

GUARDRAIL AND BRIDGE RAIL Scope-of Work - This category of work allows for the installation of new guardrails or updated bridge rails at various locations on county roads. Locations are typically identified as the year progresses. Guardrails are typically installed next to steep banks and on the outer edges of sharp curves. Bridge rails are upgraded similar to new crash tested designs. Examples of recent projects from the last two years include rails on the following roads: Washington Harbor, Black Diamond, Port Williams, Hermison, Cooper Ranch, Deer Park, North Gales, Woods, Freshwater Bay, Whitcomb Diimmel; and on the following bridges: Wecl, Slough, Trout Creek, Lake Creek, Big River, and Umbrella Creek. Costs - $75,000 is budgeted each year. timeframe --- Ongoing.

HAPPY VALLEY ROAD- FROM RIVER ROAD to 3rd AVE.  Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding Happy Valley Road from River Road to Third Avenue. Work would include easing horizontal curves, where possible, for better sight distance. Work would also include adding shoulders of about 4 feet to each side of the existing road for a new width of 28 feet. Current width is about 20 feet. Storm drainage work related to the Highland Irrigation Ditch and to a small stream could be improved, although this may necessitate rescheduling the work. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs arc uncertain but the estimate is $565,000. Cost would be significantly higher if the ditch-flooding problem was addressed. Timeframe - (construction will likely be done in multiple phases and is currently scheduled for 2003 or later.

HENDRICKSON ROAD - FROM SEQUIM CITY LIMITS TO THE END OF THE ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for reconstruction of Hendrickson Road from the Sequim City limits to the end of the road, near Railroad Trestle Park. Work would include widening the road to 34 feet or 40 feet wide east of Priest road and probably 28 feet wide west of Priest Road. Work also includes a trail, a portion of the Olympic Discovery Trail, along the south side of Hendrickson Road. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $950,000. Timeframe -- Construction is scheduled for the years 2002 and 2003.

HOKO OZETTE ROAD - AT BLUE CANYON CREEK Scope of Work-This project is located at the hairpin curve approximately 4.5 miles from Highway 112. The project removed the hairpin curve and replaced it with a gentler curve. The project also generated material for use on two other projects - the Swan Bay Road intersection and a shoulder widening project at milepost 15.25 to 17.20 on the Hoko Ozette Road. Work is currently underway and is expected to be completed this fall. Costs - Total project cost, including engineering and right of way is expected to be to the order of $1,1 12,000. Of the total, $262,000 is expected to be paid by the Rural Arterial Program, funded by the gas tax. Timeframe -- Completion in 2000 with rock stabilization work possibly extending into 2001.

HOKO OZETTE ROAD - FROM THE "BIG FILL" TO THE BORROW SITE

This project calls for rebuilding this 0.30 mile portion of Hoko Ozette Road due to poor alignment and high maintenance. The steep ditches and roadside would be made safer so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Some dips and humps and curves in the road may need to be eased to provide safer sight distance. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $277,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

LIGHT BITUMINOUS SURFACE TREATMENT

Scope of Work - This category of work calls for applying a light duty asphalt surfacing to roads,which are currently gravel or dirt roads. This decreases future maintenance costs. It also decreases air contamination from blowing dust and water contamination from soils being washed off the road.

Costs - $140,000 has been budgeted for the year 2001. $25,000 has been budgeted for each year thereafter.

Timeframe -- This work is ongoing, until all roads have been treated.

LOWER ELWHA RD.-3.9 MILES

Scope of work- Widen road, add shoulders, drainage work, and repave.  Work on the Elwha Reservation will include addition of safe pedestrian sidewalks in the vicinity of the tribal headquarters.

Cost- Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $ 1,758,000. Indian Reservation Road Funding will be sought to fund these improvements.

Timeframe- Funding will be sought in 2001 with design to begin in late 2001 or early 2002.

LOTZGESELL ROAD - AT DUNGENESS RECREATION AREA

Scope of Work - This project calls for adding a left turn lane (channelization) into the Dungeness Recreation Area. (Requested by petition.) Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $144,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

LOWER SALT CREEK BRIDGE --ON CRESCENT BEACH ROAD AT SALT CREEK Scope of Work - This project calls for replacing the deck of the bridge and installation of a stronger bridge rail system. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs arc uncertain, but the estimate is $320,000. Timeframe - Construction is currently scheduled for 2001.

MANSFIELD ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for work on 0.21 miles of this road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $178,500. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

MARINE DRIVE - FROM CAYS ROAD TO CLINE SPIT ROAD Scope of Work - This section of road has many areas where it is susceptible to sliding into Dungeness Bay. This project would include a storm drainage system, consisting of pipes and ditches, which would more reliably gather surface water and direct it into the bay in a controlled manner. There may be incidental road improvements in areas but the intent is to work on drainage, not the road, unless improvements are requested by landowners along the road. Drainage improvements should slow the land slide process but are not expected to stop it. Costs - Design has not been done yet so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $631,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for 2001 or 2002.

MARINE DRIVE - CAYS ROAD TO EAST ANDERSON ROAD

Scope of Work - Road will be widened, regraded, and repaved. Safe shoulders will be constructed. Costs - Design has not been done yet so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $1,106,000.

Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

MARY CLARK ROAD - AT BEAR SPRINGS CORNER Scope of Work - This project calls for realigning Mary Clark Road at Bear Springs Corner. The probable road width would be 24 feet. This eases two sharp corners in the road.

Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is,$185,000.

Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2003 or later. `
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MCDONALD CREEK BRIDGE - OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY AT MCDONALD CREEK Scope of Work - This project calls for the replacement of the existing bridge. The current bridge is narrow, is vulnerable to earthquake damage, and infringes on the creek. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $3,087,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2003 or later.

MILL ROAD - FROM SMITHFIELD DRIVE TO RUNNION ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for the reconstruction of Mill Road from Smithfield Drive to Runnion Road. Several years ago we rebuilt the section from Smithfield Drive to Highway 101. The primary work includes reducing the hump in the road to improve the sight distance just north of Smithfield Drive. Also included is widening the road. The Rural Road Design Standard Committee is currently studying the project. Costs - Design has not been completed so total project costs are uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $242,000. Timeframe - Construction is expected in the year 2001.

MISCELLANEOUS, UNSPECIFIED

Scope of Work - This category of work allows projects to be added as the need arises and as the year progresses. Examples include: 1) upgrading some of the storm sewers and paving some of

the streets in Sekiu, 2) repairing and upgrading a storm drain on East Bay Street to help decrease flooding in the area, and 3) realigning the Swan Bay Road intersection with Hoko Ozette Road.

Currently, a project is being developed to relieve drainage problems along Fish Hatchery Road and May Road. A possible future project is Ward Road from Woodcock Road to Mary Lukes L Wheeler County Park, a project that would allow the road to be moved outside the historic floodway.

Costs - $200,000 is budgeted each year.

Timeframe - Ongoing.

MOUNT PLEASANT ROAD - FROM THE BPA LINES TO THE BEGINNING OF THE RECENT PROJECT Scope of Work - This project includes rebuilding the road between the Bonneville Power Lines and the beginning of the recent construction (which is about half a mile north of Draper Road). Work would include easing the humps and dips in the road for better sight distance. Work would also include widening the road Traffic counts indicate a portion of the road should be built to a width of 40 feet, the remainder to a width of 34 feet. (The newly rebuilt portion of road north of Draper Road is 34 feet wide.) This would provide a wider shoulder for pedestrians. Costs - Design has not been done yet so total project costs are uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $910,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2001.

MOUNT PLEASANT ROAD - FROM GRAVEL PIT ROAD SOUTH TO THE BPA LINES Scope of Work - This project includes rebuilding the road between the Gravel Pit road, where the curb and gutter now stops, and the Bonneville Power Lines. Traffic counts indicate the road should be built to a width of 40 feet. Curb and Gutter along this portion of road will be considered. Costs - Design has not been done yet so total project costs are uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $278,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2002.

NEAR BAY - OZETTE - LAPUSH ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for preliminary studies to select a potential route for a new road connecting Neah Bay, Ozette, and LaPush. Costs - Expenditures for the year 2001 are set at $20,000. An estimate has not been made for complete project costs which would include engineering, right of way, and construction. Timeframe - A construction timeframe has not been set. The preliminary study is scheduled to continue into the year 2001.

NON-MOTORIZED ROUTES

Scope of Work - This category of work calls for improvements to the transportation network, other than for use on roads. This money can be used as a match to attract other money to the non-road projects. Costs - $60,000 is budgeted for the year 2001. $10,000 is budgeted each year thereafter. Timeframe - Ongoing.

NORTH BARR ROAD - FROM HIGHWAY 101 TO SOUTH OF THE OLD RAIL ROAD GRADE

Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding North Barr Road due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 18 feet wide plus two 2 foot wide shoulders. No design work has been done for this road but the preliminary concept would be to add three feet of shoulder to each side of the road. Also, the roadside would be made safe so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Two 90 degree corners may be eased, if feasible. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $576,000. Timeframc - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

O'BRIEN ROAD- FROM JOHN JACOBS ROAD TO THE VICINITY OF THE BPA LINES Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding the section of O'Brien Road from the end of the current construction at John Jacobs Road up to the vicinity of the Bonneville Power Lines. Work would include easing the two 90 degree corners for improved sight distance. Work would include flattening the grade north of Erving Jacobs road where the road gets slippery when it is icy. Work would include a turn lane at John Jacobs Road. Work would also include widening the road to 34 feet, which will provide a 5 foot wide shoulder for pedestrians. Costs - Design has not been completed so total project costs are uncertain but a preliminary estimate is $617,000, a portion of which has already been spent on engineering. Of the total, $500,000 is expected to be paid by the Rural Arterial Program, funded by the gas tax. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2001.

OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY - FROM HIGHWAY 10 1 TO GASMAN ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding the Old Olympic Highway from Highway 101 to just beyond Gasman Road. Work would include a turn lane for Gasman Road. Near Highway 101 the Old Olympic highway would be divided into a "Y" intersection with one leg being for northbound traffic and the other leg being for southbound traffic. The "Y" intersection is intended to help traffic desiring to go west from O'Brien Road onto Highway 101. Costs - Design has not been completed yet so total project costs are uncertain but the preliminary estimate is $1,110,000. Of this, $594,000 is expected to be paid by the federal government and $500,000 is expected to be paid by the Rural Arterial Program, funded by the gas tax. Timeframe - Construction is expected in the year 2001.

OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY- FROM LEWIS ROAD TO MATSON/SPRING ROAD INTERSECTION

Scope of Work - This project calls for widening the shoulders on the portion of the Old Olympic Highway between Lewis Road, where the recent road project ended, and the intersection of Matson Road and Spring Road. Road width would be 40 feet. This project is likely to include construction of a portion of the Olympic Discovery Trail on the former railroad grade along the south side of the road.

Costs - Design has not been done for this project so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $801,000.

Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2001.

OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY - FROM MATSON/SPRING INTERSECTION TO BARR/GUNN INTERSECTION Scope of Work- This project calls for the rebuilding of the section of the Old Olympic Highway from Matson and Spring Roads to Barr and Gunn Roads due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 28 feet wide. The primary work will be adding a 6 foot wide shoulder to each side. Costs - Design is not done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $700,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2003.

OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY- FROM BARR/GUNN INTERSECTION TO CAMERON ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding the Old Olympic Highway from the Barr and to Gunn Road intersection to Cameron Road. Road width would be 40 feet. McDonald Creek Bridge, which lies within this section of road, would be replaced under a separate project.

Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $704,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2004 or later.

OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY - FROM KITCHEN DICK LANE TO CAYS ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for paving this section of the Old Highway with hot mix asphalt, a stronger and more durable surface for this highly used road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $401,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY - FROM CAYS ROAD TO THE VICINITY OF THE DUNGENESS RIVER

Scope of Work - This project calls for the rebuilding of the section of road between Cays Road and the new construction at the Burlingame Bridge. Based on traffic counts, the design width is 40 feet, the same width as Old Olympic Highway to the east of the bridge. Costs - The preliminary cost estimate is $797,000. Of this total, $411,000 is expected to be paid by the Rural Arterial Program, funded by the gas tax. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled to begin soon and to be completed either in 2000 or in 2001.

OLYMPIC DISCOVERY TRAIL - FROM PORT ANGELES TO THE EAST COUNTY LINE

Scope of Work - This budget line is not tied to a specific project and is often used to upgrade existing trail facilities through paving or to construct small segments of trail with County crews. It can also be used to match Federal or State grants that become available throughout the year. Costs - $50,000 is budgeted. Timeframe - This money is expected to be used in the year 2001.

OLYMPIC DISCOVERY TRIAL - FROM MORSE CREEK TO LEE'S CREEK

Scope of Work- This project calls for work on this segment of the Olympic Discovery Trail. Costs - The estimate is $182,000. Timeframe - The remainder of the construction is scheduled for 2002.

OLYMPIC DISCOVERY TRAIL – GREENPOINT

Scope of Work - This project will pave a 1.3-mile section of existing gravel trail between Gasman Road and Old Olympic Highway. The project will also install a pedestrian bridge over Sieberts creek to connect trailhead parking at Sieberts creek with the S miles of trail west of this location. This section of trail was donated to the County in a conservation easement by the property owner and was largely constructed by County Road crews. Costs - $90,000 total with $49,000 of the total paid by a Federal Grant. Timeframe - The project is now out for bids and is expected to be constructed in the late summer and fall of 2000.

OLYMPIC DISCOVERY TRAIL- KITCHEN DICK ROAD TO SIEBERTS CREEK

Scope of Work - This is a long range project beginning in 2001 that will construct the remaining 4 miles of trail to link the western S miles of County trail ending at Sieberts Creek with the 2 miles of County trail that extends from Kitchen Dick Road to Railroad Bridge Park near Sequim. Costs - $580,000 is budgeted. This cost is in terms of local dollars but much of the local dollar cost will be replaced by Federal grant dollars when future grants are obtained. Timeframe - Construction is expected to begin in the year 2002 and beyond.

PAVEL ROAD - THE LAST 0.53 MILES

Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding the last approximate half mile of the road. This is between the recently widened section and the end of the Road. Road width would be 24 feet. Costs - Design has not been completed so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $156,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2001.

PAVEMENT STRIPING

Scope of Work - This category of work calls for applying paint or plastic stripes, stop bars, cross walks and other pavement markings. Costs - $5,000 has been budgeted each year Timeframe - Ongoing.

PINNELL ROAD - VAUTIER ROAD TO 90 DEGREE CORNER

Scope of Work- This project calls for widening to support shoulders and a trail will be constructed on one side of the right of way. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $500,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

PIONEER ROAD - FROM HIGHWAY 101 TO BAKER STREET

Scope of Work - This project calls for improvements to Pioneer Road from Highway 101 to Baker Street. Primary work would be road widening, probably to a width of 40 feet. Storm Drainage would be included. This project may include curb and gutter. Sidewalks or other pedestrian ways could be included. Costs -.Design is not done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $390,000. Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2002.

PORT ANGELES SCENIC GATEWAY CENTER Scope of Work- This project will enhance the current Morse Creek Overlook site by adding direct access to and from Highway 101. Transit use of the site will be enhanced with a transit pullout, transit shelter, and transit park and ride facilities. The project includes an interpretive signage center that provides information on local tribal culture, Olympic National Park facilities, nearby historical sites of interest, and the trail opportunities available from this site. The Port Angeles Scenic Gateway Center will have direct access to the Olympic Discovery Trail providing many non-motorized transportation and recreational options for tourists and area residents. Costs - Total project cost is $354,000 with $195,000 of the cost paid for with a Federal Enhancement Grant. The local match is split between 7 local partners in this multi-jurisdictional project. Timeframe - The remainder of the work is scheduled for 2002.

PORT WLLLIAMS ROAD - FROM SEQUIM DUNGENESS WAY TO BROWN ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding Port Williams Road from Sequim Dungeness Way to Brown Road. While a final decision has not been made, current plans would veer the road around three residences on the south side of the road. Road width would be 34 feet, which provides a 5-foot shoulder for improved pedestrian usage..

Costs - Design has not been completed so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $375,000. Timeframe - This project is now scheduled for the year 2001.

POTENTIAL COUNTY ROAD PROJECTS

Scope of Work - This category of work is used to begin engineering and right of way work required for a variety of projects. Typically this category is used to determine the feasibility of each project. Costs are later transferred out of this budget item. If a project is found to be not feasible the costs are absorbed into overhead. If a project is found to be feasible the costs are transferred into a special account for the particular project. Costs - $125,000 is budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

PROJECT STUDIES

Scope of Work - This category of work calls for performing engineering studies as the need arises. Examples from the past include a storm drainage study of Sekiu, a feasibility study for the Cays Road extension, and a study for the Deer Park Scenic Gateway. Costs - $20,000 is budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

PULVERIZATION/RESURFACING Scope of Work - This category of work is for pulverizing and resurfacing a variety of roads. A list of roads is typically developed after the spring thaw. A pulverizing machine "roto-tills" the road surface, grinding the old asphalt and the underlying soil into a "homogeneous" material. This material is then graded to remove the old irregularities in the surface and, thus, provide a smoother ride. The regraded surface is then compacted and paved with either hot asphalt concrete or light bituminous surface treatment. The resulting roadbed is stronger due to the inclusion of the recycled asphalt. This work may be combined with shoulder widening and/ or light bituminous surface treatment, both as listed elsewhere. Costs - $50,000 is budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

QUILLAYUTE ROAD - FROM THE QUILLAYUTE WEATHER STATION TO MINA SMITH ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding this section of road to current standards. The road is presently about 24 feet wide (20 feet plus two 2 foot wide shoulders). Based on projected traffic volumes the road would likely be widened a total of 4 feet for a new width of 28 feet. The road alignment would likely be shifted in areas to move it away from the somewhat unstable bank. Some vertical realignment would also be done. Roadside slopes and ditches would be flattened somewhat so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Design was begun on this project years ago but the project was dropped due to the ESM investment problem. Costs - Design has not been completed so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $1,075,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

ROAD IMPROVEMENT DISTRICTS

Scope of Work - This category of work allows the county to provide up-front funding of road improvement districts, if such districts are formed. These districts, which benefit a limited group of individuals, are required to reimburse the county its costs plus interest, over time. Costs - $75,000 is budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

SEQUIM DUNGENESS ROAD - FROM OLD OLYMPIC HIGHWAY TO MARINE DRIVE Scope ofWork-This project calls for paving this section of road with hot mix asphalt, a stronger and more durable surface for this highly used road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $718,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

SHOULDER WIDENING Scope of Work - This category of work provides for the widening of shoulders along an existing road. Steep roadside slopes and ditches are typically flattened at the same time. This work is sometimes combined with pulverizing/resurfacing. This work is typically done to provide more room for pedestrians and to provide a safer roadway by increasing the driver's maneuvering room. Widening the shoulders also provides more room for mail carriers. By providing a gentler slope next to the road there is less chance of serious injury if a vehicle accidentally drives off the road. In 2000 we did this work on 2 miles of the Hoko Ozette Road and on a portion of Taylor Ranch Road. A possible project for the year 2001, if done in conjunction with pulverizing/resurfacing, could be Kendall road, as requested by a concerned citizen. Areas close to schools or areas with above normal amounts of foot traffic are particularly suited for this program item. Costs - $100,000 is budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

SMALL CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS Scope of Work - This category of work allows county maintenance crews to perform an assortment of minor construction projects that come to the forefront as the year goes on. The construction of the Schoolhouse Point Lane / Highway 101 intersection is an example. This project, done in cooperation with the Washington State Department of Transportation, allows a safer intersection than the alternate intersection, Dawley Road. Costs - $25,000 is budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

SOUTH BROOK AVENUE - FROM KEMP STREET TO END OF ROAD

Scope of Work - Widen, regrade, and repave road. Costs - $138,000 is budgeted each year. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

SPATH ROAD - FROM KITCHEN DICK LANE TO CARLSBORG ROAD Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding Spath Road due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 20 to 22 feet wide including shoulders. No design work has been done for this road but the preliminary concept would be to add three to four feet of shoulder to each side of the road for a new road width of 28 feet. Also, the steep ditches and roadside would be made safe so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the upper estimate is $756,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

SPOT SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS Scope of Work - This category of work calls for making safety improvements to county roads at areas found to be in need. Typically, intersections and sharp corners as well as areas of high accident rates are reconstructed under this category. Roadside hazards may also be removed or relocated. Past projects include: Diamond Point/Fleming Road intersection, Happy Valley/3rd Avenue intersection, Sturdevant Road/Fish Hatchery Road intersection, Peters Road/Highway 112 intersection, and Thompson Road/Old Blyn Highway intersection. Current projects include the Youngquist Road/Palo Alto Road intersection and a narrow spot on Mina Smith Road. Costs - $200,000 has been budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

SR 10 1 / DEER PARK OVERPASS

Scope of Work - This project involves building an overpass over Highway 101 at the Old Deer Park Road intersection. This would negate the need for a stoplight at the Deer Park Road intersection. It would also provide bicycle and pedestrian crossing of the busy highway for access from the Olympic Discovery Trail to future trails along Deer Park Road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $2,313,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

TOWNE ROAD - FROM WOODCOCK ROAD TO MARINE DRIVE Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding Towne Road from Woodcock Road to Marine Drive. The primary work would be. to ease some of the humps and dips for safer sight distance and to widen the shoulders.

Further traffic studies would be needed to determine the overall width. A portion maybe built 34 feet wide and the remainder 28 feet wide. Costs - Design has not been done so total project costs are uncertain but the estimate is $2,040,000. Timeframe Construction is scheduled in two phases, the first in 2003 and the second in 2004 or later.

TRAFFIC SIGNS

Scope of Work - This category of work calls for installation of new road signs if and where needed. Costs - $13,000 has been budgeted each year. Timeframe - Ongoing.

TROUT CREEK BRIDGE - ON HOKO OZETTE ROAD OVER TROUT CREEK

Scope of Work - This project calls for the replacement of the existing bridge. 

Costs - Design has not been done but the estimate is $535,000.

Timeframe - Construction is scheduled for the year 2004 or later.

VAUTIER ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for widening to support shoulders and a trail will be constructed on one side of the right of way. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $64,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

WALGREN ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for work on 0.30 miles of this road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $240,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

WARD BRIDGE SEISMIC RETROFIT - WOODCOCK ROAD AT THE DUNGENESS RIVER

Scope of Work - Despite being bolted down, the beams of this bridge are susceptible to falling off the bridge foundations in an earthquake. This project calls for tying the beams together so they move as a unit. It also calls for widening the foundation so as to minimize the possibility of the beams sliding off. Costs -This project is estimated to cost $107,000. $60,000 is expected to be paid by the federal government. Timeframe - Construction is expected in the year 2001.

WASHINGTON HARBOR ROAD - FROM WEST SEQUIM BAY ROAD TO THE END OF THE ROAD

Scope of Work - This is a study to evaluate the feasibility of realigning the road. Costs - The study is estimated to cost $50,000. Timeframe - The study is unscheduled since it is currently unfunded.

WASHINGTON STREET- FROM SEKIU AIRPORT ROAD TO FRONT STREET

Scope of Work - This project is intended to attempt to stabilize the large slide in and around the road, if feasible. Work most likely would include extensive drainage systems. The work could involve installation of large piling to pin the slide onto the underlying firm ground. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $425,000. Timefrarne - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.

WOODCOCK ROAD - FROM SEQUIM DUNGENESS WAY TO HOLLAND ROAD

Scope of Work - This project calls for rebuilding this portion of road due to inadequate width. The road is currently about 22 feet wide plus two 2 foot shoulders. No design work has been done for this road but the preliminary concept would be to add seven feet of shoulder to each side of the road. Also, the roadside would be made safer so that occupants of vehicles would be less likely to get hurt if they inadvertently drove off the road. Costs - Design has not been done so project costs are uncertain, but the estimate is $600,000. Timeframe - Construction is unscheduled since the project is currently unfunded.
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
