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ROAD PROJECT CHECK LIST

In order to understand the impact a proposed road project will have on your neighborhood it is vitally important to know the following details.  They should be discussed in the project planning documents, which are available at the Road Department. 

· What are the specific neighborhood needs or goals that the project addresses?  How does the design address the need?  What are the alternatives? (Road Work-Public Process p.3)
· Is the scope of the project appropriate to the needs of the neighborhood?  Could improvements be done as a 3-R project rather than a reconstruction with less impact to the neighborhood? (This is critically important). (Road Work- Design Standards p.14)
· Is there an identified safety issue?  Review the actual accident reports.  They are kept on file with the county, and should list important driver (not road) related factors such as speeding, reckless driving, and intoxication that frequently cause accidents. (Road Work- Design Standards p.7)
· Has a traffic study been done?  Is speeding already a problem?  How will the project affect this?  Would lowering traffic speeds address the safety issue without the need for a reconstruction? (Road Work- Design Standards p.8)
· What is the functional classification of the road?  Will the proposed project change this?

· What is the design speed? Is the 85th percentile speed being used? Would decreasing the design speed to the posted limit decrease the impact of the project? (Road Work- Design Standards p.4)
· What is the design volume?  Will the project result in increased traffic through the neighborhood? (Road Work- Design Standards p.4)
· Who are the potential non-motorized users of the roadway?  How will the project affect their access and safety? (Road Work- Design Standards p.7)
· Are there children’s issues associated with the project?  How are they being addressed?

· What are the neighborhood issues associated with the project?  Should the design speed and width be decreased on this basis alone? (Road Work- Design Standards p. 5-8)
· Are there other valuable local character issues that are beyond the scope of conventional design approaches? (Road Work- Design Standards p.9-11)
· Does the project design conform to local land use policies and goals?  (Final Report – Clallam County Rural Road Design Standards Advisory Committee)
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
